Dear Reader:

Once again, I have the honor of presenting the annual
report of the Idaho State Fire Marshal's Office. This
report profiles the fire experience in the state of Idaho
for 1992. The statistics contained herein reflect the
number of incidents responded to and reported by the
fire departments participating in the Idaho Fire Incident
Reporting System (IFIRS). Also included in this report
is the activity and progress of the various divisions of
this office.

In 1992, our state continued to grow and prosper and, -~ _ s

as the population grows, the competition for public funds is on the increase. Fire departments
find themselves competing with school districts, parks and recreation, public housing, etc., for
the dwindling tax dollar. Demands for public funds are increasing and taxpayers are on the
brink of revolt. Listening to fire chiefs across the state, one common thread runs through their
comments. More is being asked of them with the same and, in some cases, fewer resources.
But trying to solve the need for better fire protection by requesting additional funds is not the
only answer.

The most dangerous fire and burn hazard in the country is the attitude that, "It won't happen to
me." However, we know that it can and does happen at the rate of thousands of deaths and
burn injuries yearly. Because this attitude does prevail, one of the primary responsibilities of a
fire department is to acquaint the public with the fire problem and to educate them how to
avoid the tragedies of fire.

A general awareness of fire should be instilled in the citizens of a community, adults and
children alike. By teaching children the ways of prevention, adults of the future will be safer; by
educating adults, the community will be safer today. Therefore, the fire department has 2
responsibility to teach people the skills that can save their lives.

FIRE PICTURE AT A GLANCE

Fires attended by Idaho fire departments increased by 10%.

Fires in outside properties increased by 21% to 3,357.

Residential properties accounted for 34% or 1,377 of all structure fires.
Fires in structures decreased by 7%.

Civilian fire deaths decreased by 47% to 11.

Residential fire deaths, which accounted for 18% of all fire fatalities, decreased by 6.

Idaho had two firefighter deaths. One was fire related and is reflected in the following reports, the other
is nonfire related and is not included in these statistics.

FIRE INJURIES

Civilian injuries decreased from 84 to 74.

Residential properties were the site of 47 of the civilian injuries while nonresidential structures saw 10
injuries.

Children playing caused 11 injuries.

PROPERTY DAMAGE

Property losses increased by 36% to $30,278,631.
Structure fires caused $24,594,380 of all property damage.
Residential properties incurred $12,004,728.

INCENDIARY AND SUSPICIOUS FIRES
The number of structure fires that were deliberately set or are suspected of having been set was up 27%.
Incendiary and suspicious fires accounted for 6% of all structure fires.

Incendiary and suspicious structure fires resulted in 4 civilian deaths.
Incendiary and suspicious vehicle fires increased by 63% resulting in $87,300 in property damage.

This classification encom-
passes automobiles, trucks, rail vehicles, freight ve-
hicles, water vehicles, air transport vehicles, heavy
equipment (cranes, bulldozers, etc.), and special
vehicles (power garden equipment and mechanical
trash containers). During 1992, motor vehicle fires
accounted for 15% of all fires reported. The 913
reported fires resulted in 11 injuries (9 civilian and 2
fire service) 4-automobile, 3-trucks, 1-heavy equip-
ment, 3-undetermined. The one fire fatality was in
aircraft.

HAZARDOUS MATERIALS CALLS

By definition, hazardous materials incidents include any and all responses where a substance which is
capable of causing harm to living organisms and/or the environment is involved.

Fire departments reported 49 incidents involving hazardous material spills in Idaho for 1992. Thirty
percent occurred on road property with sixty-three percent involving spill and/or leak with no ignition.
Fifty-eight percent involved flammable liquids. Only one incident resulted in fire with one civilian injury.
There were five civilian injuries due to a fuel spill and one incident near railroad property resulted in two
fire service and one civilian injury.

Although we have seen a significant drop in chimney
fires, they continue to be the leading area of origin in
residential fires. Over a three-year period, we have
seen a 5% decrease in this area. It is our belief that
this decrease can be contributed to an awareness, on
the part of the owners, of the hazards a poorly main-
tained chimney can present.

Kitchen fires, on the other hand, have shown a 4%
increase over the same three-year period - a trend that,
if it continues, would signal a serious problem in this
area.
